The second organization that is popular among teenagers is called Homes for All. This
organization builds houses for people who lost their homes in floods or husricanes.
According to the survey, more than 8 000 teenagers plan to volunteer at Homes for All

. during the sumuner vacation.

Stanton also asked parents of teenagers if they encourage their children to vo

unfeer

after school. Over 80% of them said they do. However, half of therm said they are

worried that too much volunteering may harm their children's school work.

"The results of the survey are clear,” said Stanton. "They show that today more teens
