Baarle is a small town 105 km south of Amsterdam. It is a very unusual place
because it is in two countries. Part of the town is in Holland and the other
part is in Belgium. The border between the two parts is strange. It goes along
streets, through stores, and even through the middle of people's living rooms.
White lines show where the border is.

When you visit the only coffee shop in Baarle, you can walk in from Holland
through one door and walk out into Belgium through another door. You
can order your coffee in Holland, cross over the white line and drink it in
Belgium. In the past, coffee shops in Holland closed earlier than coffee shops
in Belgium.
